Subject: CCRTA Chatham Town Report 
 
                 
The Cape Cod Regional Transit Authority (CCRTA) has provided a total of 16,029 one-way passenger trips across all 
services in the town of Chatham from July 2024 through June 2025 (FY25).  
 
CCRTA provided 132 ADA trips for Chatham residents.  CCRTA also provided 20 Chatham residents with 103 trips to 
Boston area hospitals through the Boston Hospital Transportation service. 
 
CCRTA provided 77 Chatham residents with 1,5,85 DART (Dial-a-Ride Transportation) trips during FY25. Total DART 
passenger trips in the fifteen towns of Cape Cod were 122,585 in FY25.  CCRTA’s ride-hail service, SmartDART, provided 
28 trips for Chatham residents. 
 
 
The fixed route Hyannis to Orleans (H2O) serves the towns of Barnstable, Yarmouth, Dennis, Harwich, Chatham, Brewster 
and Orleans along Route 28 corridors.  A total of 14,181 one-way trips originated in Chatham for the H2O route for the 
period July 2024 through June 2025.  Total ridership for the H2O route for this period was 154,819. 
 
CCRTA supplied the Chatham Council on Aging with two Mobility Assistance Program (MAP) vehicles that provided 3,221 
rides from July 2024 through June 2025.
